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I Know Who You Are  
òThe Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory,  

the glory of the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.ó

 Dr. Keith Rayner, Anglican Archbishop, tells a lovely story.  Dressed in his full  

Episcopal robes, he was visiting a parish Church.  A little girl came up to him after the   

service obviously quite awestruck by the flowing, colorful robes, the lofty miter, and the   

pastoral staff in his hand.  òI know who you are,ó she whispered.  òDo you,ó he gently   

responded, òWho am I?ó  Without hesitation came the reply,  

òLittle Bo Peep.ó 

     It was a case of mistaken identity, but as you think about it, there is something about the 

thinking of the little girl and the birth of our dear Lord.   To the earthly eyes he appeared no dif-

ferent than any other child; yet He was heavenõs royalty. 

     On Christmas Day, we celebrate the coming of Jesus into the flesh.  He came, as we all came, 

as a tiny baby.  The Gospel records a hint at mysterious signs and happenings at the time of His 

birth, but also spell out plainly that He was very different, the Son of God.  

Like the little girl viewing the Archbishop, think who is this celebrated babe in a manger?  That 

is a difficult question.  Even those who were eyewitnesses, the shepherds, struggled to come to 

terms with what they saw and the words angels had spoken to them.  Think about the people around Jesus.  

òI know who you are,ó says the village elder at Nazareth , òyou are Josephõs boy.ó  òI know who you are,ó says 

Herod, òyou are a king and threat to my throne- kill all the boy babies of Bethlehem.ó  òI know who you are,ó says the 

first century genealogists  pouring over the list of names in St. Matthewõs Gospel to pinpoint the baby boyõs place in the 

Jewish family tree.  òI know who you are,ó says Pilate the governor , òa troublemaker and a fool.ó 

But one who understands more clearly than most of his contemporaries, was Jesusõ good friend, John.  St. John, 

like Luke, Matthew and Mark, writes in depth about the Saviorõs life.  He does not begin his Gospel with detailed proof of 

who He is, but rather speaks with the heart of simple faith.  

Once again, in this year of 2009, we are faced with the questions raised by the babe in the manger with hands 

raised in love to a world of hate.  May there be no glib answers from our mouths, no trite affirmations spoken, no half -

hearted Christmas carols from our lips.   Rather may we say with the deepest conviction, òI know who you areó and an-

swer with St. John   òThe Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us.  We have seen his glory, the glory 

of the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.ó   Wow, think about it, we know Who 

comes in the manger!
