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From The TRANSITION Pastor
Trust in God’s Mercy

“My God, listen and hear; ...We are not pleading before You because we are righteous,
but because You are very merciful. Hear, Lord; forgive, Lord; listen and act and don’t delay...”
- Daniel 9:18-19

My heart was truly touched when | read the beautiful words from the book of Daniel.
The time setting finds God’s people in a terrible condition. With troubled hearts they
face a ruined city, and their consciences are weighed down from guilt as a result of
their turning away from God. The text is an example of prayer by those who find
themselves in the deepest of life’s tribulations.

The attitude of the prophet is that of a real child of God, humble and filled with trust. The lessons
apply to any of us facing life trials, physical illness, loss of job, uncertainty concerning the future, or just spiri-
tually “down in the dumps.” In this Biblical text is the cry of one who knows himself and his lack of ability to
change. The future holds no hope, but with the Lord there is always hope.

This humble prayer puts away all self-righteousness. It is made by a believer who, like the
publican in the temple, does not dare so much as to lift up his eyes to heaven, but has only
one modest request - “God be merciful to me, a sinner.” Truly, when we look upon our
own righteousness and try to boast in its worth in the sight of God, we would only come up
short and be foolish in the sight of God. That is why we cannot come boasting in our abili-
ties or strengths.

In a very real sense, however, this text is a prayer that is filled with trust. Daniel comes to
God on the basis of God’s great mercies. All of God’s mercies flow from His eternal love, His
unmerited grace and favor. He has demonstrated these mercies best in Jesus Christ, our
Savior. Where our righteousness is as “filthy rags,” the righteousness of Jesus is the “white and shining
garment” which covers all our sin, so that we may stand before the face of God without terror of his wrath.
(Romans 8:1)

In the light of God’s mercy our whole life takes on meaning, our day looks brighter,
our illness less severe, our pain less acute, our economic set back less of a trauma,
for we know our God is on our side and hears our prayers. .1/

the same mercy with each other. We all need to see our human weakness and then
take a fresh breath of the mercy of our great Triune God.

It is His great mercy that gives us power when we feel powerless. It is His great
mercy that gives us forgiveness when we feel unforgivable. It is His great mercy that gives us joy when we
feel empty of joy. Itis this mercy that is fresh to us every day and gives purpose to our life. It is this mercy
that assures us that all things will work together for our good. God’s MERCY will always be victorious, be-
cause Christ is victorious and will always prevail.

By the power of His mercy we do not feel “down” but “up”, “loved,” and “empowered”. It is my prayer for
you, my friend, that His mercy surround you, fill you, and radiate from you to the precious lives of the people
around you. God bless you!
