1 Meeting opened with prayer.
1 Treasurer reported all bills paid except CFN note for February and March. $1,100 is in
checking and $1980 was paid from Youth Account to cover expenses for the Senior
High mission, as part of the National Youth Gathering in New Orleans they will be attending this
summer. Four high school members will be attending with Tanna Felcher and Sylvan Finger
chaperoning.
1 We have paid down money owed to Pastor Felcher and are $1700 in arrear.
1 Pastor Felcher noted several visitors and new members. Eight families have signed
up for the garden this summer. Pastor Mueller has completed all paperwork regarding Pastor
Felcher’s call and final report to seminary regarding his vicarage. He will be ordained the last Sunday in June.
1 Dave is compiling specific data for the upcoming budget. We made $49.60 on the See’s Candy Sale and $140
on the Easter breakfast, thanks to the generous contribution by Denny’s.
1 An arborist will examine the oak tree next to the garage for damage and possible removal.

A Letter from the MST Chairman

The purpose of this letter is to provide you with an updated financial report and where we are financially since | reported last
January. | would also like to mention what the MST Board has done to help offset monthly shortfalls.

To bring us to date, last January | reported that we had a monthly shortfall of $3,087.00 to make budget. We, as a whole
congregation, have picked up some ground on that deficit, which has been reduced to $2,700.00 a month. What a blessing
this is for all of us as we continue to work un this area.

In February, we discovered that Pastor Lonnie was only receiving partial payment for his health insurance. After going back
and recalculating his payroll check, it was discovered we had shorted him $4,707.00 since July 1, 2010. Since then the mis-
take was corrected and he is receiving the proper amount on his paycheck. As for the $4,707.00 owed, the MST Board de-
cided to pay Pastor Lonnie in lump sums as we could afford it; to which Pastor Lonnie agreed. We have since paid this down
to $1,700.00.

To date, all payroll and bills related to running VOF have been paid, but we are still behind on our CEF Mortgage Savings
payment by $4,500.00. | would like to say that at one time we were as much as $7,000.00 behind and have slowly closed the
gap.

Cash on hand: We usually have a $1,000.00 balance on hand in the checking account; savings $2,000.00

A portion of every board meeting has been consumed by this growing concern over our current budget situation. | know that
we, as well as all of you, have all prayed for God’s guidance. In February the MST Board met and spent a day working on this
specific item. On February 8th, | provided you with a letter outlining that meeting. In the letter | stated that strict spending
guidelines would be established by the MST. First and foremost will be to take care of our employees, bills, mortgage, and
then support for those ministries we currently have going.

In March the Board took another step by freezing all spending except that which was necessary to run VOF. We currently
have two accounts with funds in them: the Youth account and the Ladies Bible Studies. The Board decided that the Youth
would be capped at $10,000.00, which is needed to attend a conference this summer, and any monies coming into that ac-
count would be moved to the general fund to help offset the deficit. The Ladies Bible Studies account would remain with them,
as most of those monies to date have been earmarked for the Women'’s Retreat.

God has truly been working with all of us. In my letter | noted that many hands were necessary towards solving this situation.
Through those many hands God has given this congregation many blessings, to mention a few: Several new members; Confir-
mation Class; Young Adult class; Easter Breakfast; Car Show, Mother’s Tea; Women’s Retreat; new Community Garden;
joined the Windsor Chamber of Commerce (fee sponsored by a family); advertized through KZST for Easter (fee sponsored by
the MST Board).

As | said in my letter, it will take all of us to meet this challenge, not just a few. We ask that you continue to pray for VOF and
all of us who are servants to our Lord. Finally, | would be remiss in not recognizing the leadership and spiritual guidance that
Pastor Lonnie has provided for all of us.
