“God Squad,” (a teenage youth group) the film “Who Broke the Baby.” The film captured
the truth about abortions and how a baby’s life begins at conception. It actually showed a

Since they were visiting over the weekend they  decided to
attend a local Sunday morning service. As they left the service that day one of the gentle-
man turned to the other and said, “You know, I really enjoyed the sermon here this morn-
ing, but I didn’t get much out of the worship.” The other gentleman thought for a mo-
ment and then looked at his friend and asked, “Have you ever considered what that’s got
to do with anything?”

I guess what he was saying was,” Who is worship for?” Worship is not for us. Worship,
in the truest sense, is directed towards God. It is not for the worshiper, it is for the One
being worshipped.

I thank God for bringing that story in my direction because I must admit there have
been times where I have made similar comments about a lacking in worship. When I
speak of worship, I am not referring to just music. In terms of music, though, it may the
style: hymns vs. modern chorus; maybe the tempo; or perhaps the volume level! Or
maybe the format of service might be too formal or too informal. In either case, I am em-
barrassed to say that I was in a “Bless Me” mode, when I should be saying, “Bless the
