To the Church that meets at Godõs house in Windsor, my brothers and sisters in 

Christ, fellow workers and soldiers of the Gospel: Grace to you and peace from God our   

Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.  I always thank God as I remember you in my prayers,   

as I hear about your faith in the Lord Jesus, and your love for all people, and I pray that 

you may continue to be active in sharing your faith with those around you.  Your love and 

faith has given me great encouragement.  

God continues to move mightily at Vineyard of Faith and in our community as He 

spreads His Gospel and grows His Church in this place.  As you have noticed, over the past 

several weeks weõve begun reading the Gospel in Spanish on Sunday mornings; this is in response to one of the 

ways God has chosen to move in this place.  We have Hispanic brothers and sisters in Christ worshiping among us 

who love the Lord and appreciate hearing Christõs forgiveness in their native language.  I am grateful that God has 

provided so many gifted servants for His Church, and it is my prayer that as God grows Vineyard of Faith, He will 

continue to send brothers and sisters from the Hispanic community.  

        It is also my prayer that, long -term, God would use each of us to build a full 

blown Hispanic worship service (with a Spanish speaking pastor), and facilities 

where folks can come and worship and gather for fellowship in the language, and 

around traditions, that are familiar to them.  In addition to these, it is my prayer 

that VOF will become an avenue for folks to learn English as a second language.  

        God is also moving mightily among the children of Vineyard of Faith, as we 

began Sondays (a youth group style experience for kids Pre -K to 4th grade) on 

Wednesday nights.  Also, on Reformation Day (October 31 st ) we will be having our 

second childrenõs worship service, so come worship our Creator and our Savior with the kids, and be a kid yourself 

for an hour!  

        Until I see you again on Sunday, as we each go about our daily activities, let us be joined by the words of King 

David who proclaimed, òI will extol the Lord at all times; His praise will always be on my lips.  My soul will boast in 

the Lord; let the afflicted hear and rejoice; Glorify the Lord with me; (and when we gather again in His house) let 

us exalt His name together.ó  in Psalm 34:1-3.

 September 12, 2010 Meeting  

¶ Treasurerõs Report shows $1,647.47 in Savings, $169.59 in Checking, 

$1,089.94 in Youth and $82,811.98 in Flex Note.  We are in arrears on 

our Flex Note $12,000, $3,000 per month from May to August.  

¶ We have a bill for insurance due October 2.  Dave suggested moving 

funds from Youth account, $750.46, to pay the bill.  

¶ Pastor Felcher noted one possible new member sent to us from Pastor 

Doug Williams.  

¶ Dave Anderson, Pastor Felcher, Pastor Whaley and Pastor Busse met to discuss financial 

affairs and progress at VOF.  Both advisors were impressed and Pastor Whaley said the 

District would extend our grant next year.  The CEF will meet March of next year to    

discuss extending our lease.  

¶ The luau planning committee is doing well and expenses are being covered.  Pastor 

Lonnie will ask for a Free Will offering a week or so after the event.  

¶ He is inviting local pastors and their families to the Luau.  

¶ Sunday School will probably be held in the evenings, possible Wednesday nights at 6:30.  

Senior and Junior high youth groups are doing well with the senior group cleaning out 

the Youth Shed and preparing to learn how to play the guitar and start a band.  

¶ As volunteers step forward to clean the church, they will pass the key from group to 

group.  Larry and Dave will clean the facility this Friday (9/17/10).  

¶ Pastor Lonnie reports more silent, respectful movement from Childrenõs Church back to 

parents.  

¶ Next MST meeting will be October 11 at 6:00 PM.
