Our grandson, John, whose 14-months old, has become fast friends with
our dog, Lucy. Lucy loves following John around and, unfortunately, can’t
w help but lick him occasionally. Our daughter wants to break Lucy of this
habit and one day locked her in her kennel.
Well, John wouldn’t allow it and promptly walked over and unlocked the
® gate and Lucy escaped. Lucy thought she would return the favor and
walked over to the kitchen gate, (the one we use to keep John in) gripped the bottom of the
gate with her teeth, lifted it up and John and Lucy escaped like prisoners, partners in crime!
What would you like to escape from: the worry of finances, a troubled marriage, health issues, a wayward teen or
just every day stress?

The bible says in the gospel of Matthew, “Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or
drink; or about your body, what you will wear. Is not life more important than food, and the body more important
than clothes? Look at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly
Father feeds them. Are you not much more valuable than they? Who of you by worrying can add a single hour to
his life? And why do you worry about clothes? See how the lilies of the field grow. They do not labor or spin. Yet
| tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of these. If that is how God clothes the
grass of the field, which is here today and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you, O you
of little faith? So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear?’ For
the pagans run after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them. But seek first His
kingdom and His righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. Therefore do not worry about
tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own.” - Matthew 6:25-34

Because of the ill effects of worry, Jesus tells us not to worry about those needs that God promises to supply.
Worry may (1) damage your health, (2) cause the object of your worry to consume your thoughts, (3) disrupt your
productivity, (4) negatively affect the way you treat others, and (5) reduce your ability to trust in God. How many ill
effects of worry are you experiencing? Here is the difference between worry and genuine concern — worry immobi-
lizes, but concern moves you to action. (Life Application Bible).
